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Frank Gehry, Gehry Partners LLP
Frank Gehry, renowned for his deconstructed architectural style and his sculptural, functional buildings, is one of the world’s most influential and acclaimed architects.  

Raised in Toronto, Canada, Gehry moved with his family to Los Angeles in 1947, where he completed architectural studies at the University of Southern California in 1954; and urban planning at the Harvard University Graduate School of Design.  Establishing his own practice in Los Angeles in 1962, Gehry concentrated on building an architectural career that has spanned four decades and produced a number of significant public and private buildings.
He is responsible for the famous, seductively curvaceous Guggenheim Museum in Bilbao, Spain, a free sculpture of abstract, metal-clad forms that has attracted visitors to Bilbao from around the globe.  His most recent projects include the Walt Disney Concert Hall in Los Angeles, the Jay Pritzker Pavilion in Chicago, and the Stata Center at the Massachusetts Institute of Technology.

Over the years Gehry’s work has earned him most of the prestigious awards in the architectural field, including the Pritzker prize, the Arnold W Brunner Memorial Prize in Architecture, the Wolf Prize in Art, the Praemium Imperiale Award, the National Medal of Arts, the American Institute of Architects Gold Medal, and the Royal Institute of British Architects Gold Medal.  Plaudits for his work recognize that Gehry’s genius lies in his ability to create designs that are works of art, as well as intelligently functioning buildings.

The New York Times’ architecture critic, Paul Goldberger, summed up Gehry’s buildings as “powerful essays in primal geometric form and…. materials, and from an aesthetic standpoint they are among the most profound and brilliant works of architecture of our time”.
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
